The focus of the
tour will be the pre-historic stonework of Minorca and buildings designed by Antoni Gaudi in Barcelona
including a tour of the Sagrada Familia worksite, areas normally prohibited to visitors.

NOTE: An effort will be made to make economically priced housing available.  The village government of Deia will be
providing a mid-morning snack and a robust lunch on the days we will be working building walls in what will be a
new park, overlooking the sea.  And we hope to arrange some after-work refreshment. At the Workshop and
Symposium last year, a restaurant/café popular with local working people that only serves meals at midday, opened
in the evening for us then -—and will do so again—offering communal three-course meals with wine for about $15.

It is recommend that attendees plan to arrive in Mallorca on Saturday the 19th or on Sunday the 20th at the latest so
as to have time to register and familiarize themselves with the surroundings.  There is an International airport in
Palma de Mallorca and information will be provided about travel to the village of Deia and accommodation there.

For those in Canada and the USA, payment should be made in full by checks (US) bank drafts or money orders
